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Since the days of the 1st Queen Elizabeth there has been music-making and singing in taverns and other
drinking places. In Restoration times these activities began to take place in Pleasure Gardens; in Georgian
times in the Coffee Houses, and by the 1830’s Song and Supper Rooms were popular meeting places.
Eventually a raised stage for the performers was provided, and the post of Chairman to announce the
performers was created, which led directly to the very first “Music Halls”.

The first Music Hall as we think of it was The Canterbury Hall, built by “The Father of English
Music Hall” Mr Charles Morton, and opened in 1852. This was a great success and many more opened in
the provinces, and for the next 60 years Music Halls flourished and grew.

From the early 1890’s for about 20 years it was at its height, culminating in the Royal Command
Performance of 1912. There were innumerable great artistes such as Albert Chevalier, Dan Leno, Lottie
Collins, Little Tich, Marie Lloyd, Vesta Tilley and many more. The songs they introduced were loved
and sung all over the country.

1919 saw the gradual decline of this magical era, accelerated by the rival attractions of Cinema
and Revue, which lured stars away from Music Hall. Radio and the Gramophone added the final blow.
But many of the songs still live on.

Variety followed, Films (talkies), TV. etc, but now so many of our lovely Theatres have gone,
along with many Clubs, and young up-and-coming artistes have nowhere much left to learn and polish
their craft. Once on the telly, that routine’s gone!

But a few little pockets remain to this day, still creating, loving and performing Music Hall,
and still creating that special bond twixt Artiste and Audience. Here at the Salon Varietes Theatre,
Fuengirola we are proud to be part of that tradition which has always been an integral part of our proud
25 year history.

So please, tonight, sit back and wallow in nostalgia. Join in the Songs and Fun. It is YOUR
show as much as OURS. You are part of History, and helping to preserve a great tradition. “Long May
It Continue”
